
left untreated, would cer-
tainly lead to major medical 
complications. 
    UPFH’s newest goal is to 
locate funding for a mam-
mogram machine to be 
leased by UPFH through our 
volunteer medical providers.  
Thousands of low-income 
women in Utah are not be-
ing screened for breast can-
cer because they lack insur-
ance coverage to do so.  
Getting a high quality mam-
mogram performed and 
having a clinical breast 
exam on a regular basis are 
the most effective ways to 
detect breast cancer early.   
    If UPFH can secure a digi-
tal mammogram machine, 
we will be able to encour-
age disparate groups and 
low-income women of all 
ages to be aware of and 
locate suspicious lumps as 
early as possible.  Not only 
will this save lives, but it will 
also save the state of Utah 
hundreds of thousands of 
dollars in medical costs in 
the long run.  UPFH must 
raise a total amount of 
$95,000 within the year in 
order to purchase the new 
machine.   We hope to se-
cure funding for the ma-
chine by December when 
we move into the  new  
medical office in Magna.  

    Utah Partners for Health is 
reaching out to local busi-
nesses and foundations to 
meet the needs of the 
growing number of unin-
sured families in Utah.  The 
number of clients helped 
each year by UPFH in-
creases by an average of 
at least 67% each year. But 
UPFH is anticipating even 
greater growth this year. 
    “In years past, we have 
creatively met the needs of 
disparate populations who 
don’t have any other ac-
cess to healthcare,” says 
UPFH Executive Director, 
Kurt Micka.  UPFH has col-
laborated with Exodus 
Healthcare to provide a 
mobile medical unit to lo-
cate and treat patients 
who were culturally disad-
vantaged or could not ac-
cess other clinic locations 
for care.  We also funded 
low cost prenatal care for 
women on the west side of 
Salt Lake County who have 
no other access to prenatal 
care within their own com-
munities. “UPFH has always 
made it a goal to provide 
the right kind of care to 
those most in need in our 
community,” states Micka. 
      At no time in our six year 
history has UPFH had 
greater expectations for 

growth than this year.  With 
the state of the economy 
and many more low-
income families losing jobs 
and  health coverage, 
UPFH knows that patient 
demand will be high in 
2009.   
    Because funds are tight 
for sponsors and donors as 
well, UPFH has become 
even more efficient and 
effective with our funds.  
We have increased our 
dollar leveraged from $5.10 
last year to over $5.90 this 
year for every $1.00 do-
nated.  This is possible be-
cause of our committed  
volunteer medical provid-
ers, our wonderful commu-
nity partnerships, and our 
ability to make every dollar 
work harder than the last. 
    UPFH is continuing to be 
innovative in dealing with 
Utah’s healthcare issues.  
We have recently started 
taking our partner mobile 
medical unit to Wendover, 
Utah, to offer access to 
basic healthcare  to hun-
dreds of low-income work-
ers who have no other ac-
cess to low cost healthcare 
services. Without UPFH ser-
vices, many of these work-
ers would be living with 
dangerous and debilitating 
medical conditions that, if

    One of our current board mem-
bers, Granite School District 
Nurse, Cescilee Rall, will chair the 
new UPFH Patient Advocacy com-
mittee whose purpose is to in-

crease customer care and ensure 
best practices for individuals seek-
ing help. The committee’s goals 
include improving response time in 
patient call backs, increasing the 
reach of access into our catch area, 
and improving customer service 
and patient care.   
   “At this point we are trying to 
find out what we can improve in  
our customer service.  Our medical 
partners are willing to improve any 
patient care needs that are identi-
fied. We need the patient’s per-
spective to provide the best care 
possible,” stated Micka.   
    UPFH is also increasing our 
marketing tools to reach out into 

the community.  A new 
brochure will be published 
soon, along with Utah Part-
ners for Health magnets to 
get the word out that we are 
here to help.  And a new 
customer service  survey is  
being distributed to patients 
to get feedback on how to 
improve our services.   
    A volunteer Quality Con-
trol Nurse Practitioner will 
also assist in addressing 
medically-related improve-
ment needs with the help of 
our recently upgraded elec-
tronic medical records sys-
tem.    

England Counseling Offers Help 

  Utah Partners for Health is very 
grateful to Michael Boman, 
LCSW, and England Counseling 
for providing acute care counsel-
ing for the underserved.  The short 
term care that Michael’s team 
provides is “a very valuable re-
source,” stated Carol Rasmussen, 
NP-C.  “They are many times 
better prepared to provide quality 
care to someone who has experi-
enced a life changing event such 
as job loss, a death in the family, 
or a dissolved marriage.  As a 
family practitioner, I can refer a 
patient who is going through a 
tough time and hopefully keep 

them off medications.”     
    "I have been a member of the 
UPFH charity organization as a 
provider of mental health services 
for several years,” say Boman. “I 
appreciate the opportunity to 
provide counseling services to 
those that    otherwise might not 
have an opportunity to improve 
their lives through counseling.”   
    England provides short-term 
counseling for patients experienc-
ing depression, anxiety, grief, or 
addiction and substance abuse.  
Many UPFH patients trying to 
quit smoking have also been 
referred to Michael and his team.
